Brief Gist

This ordinance changes the zoning classification of property located at 10925 SW Bishop Road,
Lawton, OK 73505 from the Temporary [-4 Heavy Industrial District to -4 Heavy Industrial
District zoning classification. Comanche County Industrial Development Authority and the
Lawton Economic Development Authority submitted a joint request and are the owners of the
parcels. The two parcels are located at the northeast corner of SW Bishop Road and SW 112th
Street. The land is approximately 160 acres and the current use is the pilot site for Westin Cobalt
Refinery.. The City Planning Commission held a public hearing on September 26, 2024 and
recommended approval to the request.
